CONTINUING BUSINESS 
A. Emergency Access Roads. Subcommittee reported the access roads look good. Will make recommendations at November meeting on preventative erosion controls for District access roads.  
B. Fire Station Site. The Fire Station Site subcommittee reported to the Board they had been contacted by a property owner interested in selling a parcel. President Miller recommended he contact Board Consultant Cavanaugh to perform a preliminary feasibility study for a future Fire Station Site on the proposed site. On motion made by Vice President Fougner and duly seconded by Director Elliott, the Directors present unanimously approved President Miller to retain Board Consultant for an amount not to exceed $500. 
C. District’s Fire Inspector’s Report.  Fire Inspector Mike McFadden updated the board on completed activities in September and planned activities for October. It was also reported that the access roads were in good shape. 
D. Fire Marshall’s Report. Deputy Fire Chief Ned Vander Pol reported there are no pending projects.

A.  Household Hazardous Waste Program. Director Elliott will look into contacting Regional Solid Waste Association in an attempt to contract with them to offer a hazardous waste program for the District residents. On motion made by Vice President Fougner and duly seconded by Director Stewart, the Directors present unanimously approved Director Elliott to contact and negotiate with RSWA a program for the district.
